HEARINGS AND REPORTS
Mayor Day received an email from Marathon regarding a grant she had applied for in support of the baseball field for lights. She said they approved it for $200,000.00. 
Council Comments 
Councilman Castle attended the Fivco meeting and said there will be KIA loans that cities can apply for money and 40% of loan is forgivable. Cities compete for this money; this is for sewer infrastructure. 
Castle also asks David Salisbury if a meeting had been set for the County and City to meet to discuss the Senior Center. As of this time it has not been set. 
Council person Campbell thanked everyone for the flowers sent in sympathy of her granddaughter’s passing.

Jim Taylor had received another estimate from GLS Light System for $375,000.00.

Upon motion by Campbell, seconded by Marcum, the council voted to reappoint Leo Zornes to a four (4) year term expiring December 2027. All present voting yes.
