MINUTES
Upon a motion by Castle, seconded by Taylor, the council voted to approve the February 20, 2024, minutes. All present voting yes. Motion passed. 

HEARINGS AND REPORTS
Mayors Report
Mayor Day announced Kay Cole, Clerk was putting on an Easter Egg Hunt Party, Saturday, March 23, 2024, at the Senior Center, it is a city-wide free event from 11-1. 
Spring Clean-up Drive will be April 8-12. 
On Wednesday, March 13th, Mayor Day, Officer Allen Bowling, Councilman Rex Castle, Fire Chief John Carroll, and Clerk Kay Cole, met with Code Enforcer Richie Blum to discuss code enforcement in the city. Bowling and Carroll can condemn properties. If anyone has an issue or complaint about property there is a form that should be filled out in the clerk’s office so we can have a paper trail of the complaint. Richie Blum is certified and has agreed to, if need be, go to court with us if something gets to that point.  

Council Comments 
Councilperson, Tina Taylor, asked if council could have workshops in between council meeting. Taylor said she has had complaints about the advertising in the new Smoke Shop window across from the school. Attorney Martin will do research on it. 
Councilperson, Rose Marcum, asks if we could elect a Mayor-Pro Tem. Mayor Day said in our form of government we do not have Mayor Pro Tem. According to Kentucky League of Cities if Mayor was not at the meeting, the council would appoint one of their own and they would still have the right to vote.  Attorney Martin will check further on this situation. 
Councilperson, Susan Campbell, asked what the insurance premium tax was and what it goes towards. That tax makes up a big part of the city revenue and is deposited in the General Fund. It is a tax the city collects from insurance companies from their premiums they receive. 
Campbell, has concerns about the Elks Building. She said there are bonds through KLC and historical route to acquire the building. The owner of the building is asking a big price for the building right now and it is not up to code. 


PUBLIC PARTCIPATION
Kathleen Pennington, 659-28th Street, asks if someone could talk to Hart Sanitation to pick up some garbage that has been in a 55-gallon drum for 3 or 4 months that they will have not picked up. She has contacted them, but they said they have no way to pick it up. Mayor Day said the street guys will help her out and she will contact Hart Sanitation.

Upon motion by Taylor, seconded by Castle, council voted to adopt the second reading of Ordinance 2, 2024 authorizing the Mayor to execute the Deed of Transfer from Boyd Co. Fiscal of property located at 3015 Louida Street in exchange for the property located at 3001 Louisa Street owned by the City. All present voting yes. Motion carried. 
c. Second Reading & Motion to adopt Ordinance 3, 2024
Upon motion by Marcum, seconded by Salyers, council voted to adopt the second reading of Ordinance 3, 2024 authorizing the Mayor to execute the Deed of Transfer to the Boyd Co. Fiscal court of Property located at 3001 Louisa Street in exchange for the property owned by the county at 3015 Louisa Street. All present voting yes. Motion carried. 
d. Second Reading & Motion to adopt Ordinance 4, 2024
Upon motion by Clere, seconded by Taylor, council voted to adopt the second reading of Ordinance 4, 2024 adopting the Regulations for the location and placement of Manufactured/Mobile Homes with the City and repealing Ordinance 7, 1997 and Ordinance 2, 2011 as amended. All present voting yes. Motion carried.
