Minutes of the Special Board of City Council, April 11, 2024, 4:15 p.m. at City Hall

Mayor Day called Meeting to Order

MINUTES
Upon a motion by Castle, seconded by Clere, the council voted to approve the March 19, 2024, minutes. All present voting yes. Motion passed. 

HEARINGS AND REPORTS
Mayors Report
Mayor Day reported that the sewer plant lost power during the bad storm we had on April 2, 2024, our generator would not work, but the City of Ashland let us borrow one. She was in constant contact with AEP and Emergency management. There were some citizens saying they lost power because of the sewer plant, but that was not the case. Power was back on that night. Nothing was damaged.
Mayor addressed the council that there’s talk about why we are having this special meeting and canceling the regular meeting Tuesday.  There needed to be two (2) readings on Ordinance 6, 2024 by Monday, 4.15.24 regarding the KIA $150,000.00 grant for the Pump Station Rehabilitation Project. 
Mayor told council if they had questions about anything she would appreciate it if council would ask her, either by email, text, or phone call.
Mayor said the first two (2) weeks of May she would get together with 2 or 3 of the council at a time to go over what she has prepared for the upcoming budget.  

Council Comments 
Councilman Castle asks if we had signed the paperwork on the transfer of the Senior Citizens Building, papers have been signed by Mayor and Clerk, now waiting on Judge Chaney to do their part. Castle also mentioned that some residents at the Manor in wheelchairs riding at night needs some kind of reflective flags. The city has wide enough sidewalks they can ride on at night without riding in the street. He told a resident that he would mention it at a meeting. 
Council person Taylor asks what the benefit of KLC was if not attending conferences. Mayor explained that attending every conference is costly. There are discounts by being a member, but training has to be put in the budget and this past budget the money was just not there. She explained it is good to go and network with other cities and she is not saying you cannot go if the money is there. The City Officials Legal Handbook that everyone has also has what you would be learning at conferences. 


Council person Campbell said she had a lot and Mayor told her to get it out. She said she thought we should contact a grant writer for things we want to do in the city. She thought city council should go to school board meeting and ask for the Catlettsburg Ballfield, she thinks our guys should take care of the fields and take pride in doing things in the city, relook at a splashpad, Mayor ask her why she thinks the workers don’t take pride in the city? Response was the ballfield had not been cut, Mayor thought it was insulting that she thought the guys did not take pride in the city, Campbell said she sees and hears things and she does not think they take pride. Mayor said that’s the problem, everybody likes to talk. Campbell asked about the lights at ballfield, bids were put out and we had no response. Councilman Salyers said Jimmy Taylor, Park Board member went to the school board meeting concerning the lease agreement and as of yet no response from them. 
Council person Marcum asked about the Mayor Pro tem again. Attorney Martin said in the event that the Mayor was not at a meeting the council can vote one of their own in for that particular meeting and still have the right to vote. In order to make it permanent it has to be done by Ordinance. The Mayor/Council form of government provides that the council may provide for a member preside at the meetings when the mayor is not present, doing so by Ordinance. 
Council person Clere ask if the Depot (Youth Center) had their own board. She thought a council person should attend their meetings. 


OLD BUSINESS

Upon motion by Clere, seconded by Castle, council voted to adopt first reading of Ordinance 5, 2024, authorizing the installation of speed bumps in the unnamed alley between 26th and 28th Streets and Panola and Louisa Streets. All present voting yes. Motion carried.
